To Customize the Child Health Note for Your Community: 

We recommend that you only edit and revise the parts of the Child Health Note that are indicated with a number (#).  Experts in the field, relative to the health note topic, have carefully reviewed the didactic content material, and we strongly discourage editing those aspects of the health note. To customize the Child Health Note highlight the (#) and type right over your highlight. By using this method the computer will enter the new information in the appropriate font and type size for each section. The table below identifies the recommended information for each (#). 

Special Note: 

On page 2 of this CHN there is a listing of neurology clinics and Epilepsy Centers that a primary health care provider might consider referring a youth or child to see a neurologist or other medical specialists.  As you notice the centers in the list are all in Western Washington.  You may know of other neurology clinics and/or neurologists in private practice who see children and youth with seizure disorder in your area.  In which case you may wish to modify the list on the CHN to include such local or regional resources.
